      If you’ve sat in many of my Bible  
classes, you’ve probably heard me use the 
phrase “CofC DNA,” referring to those traits 
about Churches of Christ that we are known 
for, that, in many ways, not only define us  
but also distinguish us from other Christ-
based communities. 
     One aspect of our “CofC DNA” is our  
confident understanding of the teachings of 
Scripture based on a logical, “whole book” 
examination of various topics. For example, 
reading a couple of verses about Christian 
baptism might lead one to understand it’s  
important, but a “whole book” examination 
tells us that baptism connects us with the 
death of Christ where his blood was shed  
by which we receive forgiveness of sins,  
plus other aspects of baptism we don’t have 
space here to mention. 
     But we need to be careful: Nothing  
connected with God or the spiritual realm  
can be completely understood by a logical 
examination of Scripture. The spiritual  
cannot be fully contained in finite human 
minds. Our walk with Jesus today will help  
us with that
